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Dear SACH supporter,

May has been a busy month for Save a Child's Heart, with many healthy children leaving Israel to
return to their homes and other children arriving for their life saving heart surgery in Israel.

Here are some of the activities that SACH has been involved with in May:

Save a Child's Heart has been given the opportunity to win a $15,000 grant on ebay giving. We're
encouraging all of our supporters to rally behind us and vote us as their favorite non-profit.

Mr Silvan Shalom, the Israeli Vice Prime Minister and
Minister for Regional Cooperation, visited us for a wonderful day in the hospital.

We were happy to welcome a group of 6 Angolan children this month as well as a girl from Ethiopia.
They are joined by other children that we are treating from Burkina Faso, China, Iraq, Morocco, The
Palestinian Authority, Romania, Zanzibar and Zimbabwe.

This means that since the start of 2010 we have:

¥ treated 108 children from 15 countries

¥ screened 129 children in our weekly clinics in Israel and over 50 children in our clinics abroad
¥ hosted more than 1,600 students and young professionals in the SACH home

4 enjoyed 120 volunteers helping out at the SACH home and in the Wolfson Medical Center

We are currently training a doctor from Tanzania in cardiac surgery, an Ethiopian doctor and a
Palestinian doctor in cardiology, 5 doctors from the Palestinian Authority and Nigeria in
anaesthesiology and 2 doctors from China in pediatric intensive care.
