their visit is announced in Various iutar s
Families from the most remote villages and towns
arrive at the hospital, crossing fingers that their chil-
dren will be given the invaluable medical treat-
ments. Some are exhausted from the long journey,
which might have taken them 10-20 hours on dirt
roads. All are full of hope.

For heart diseases, it is critical to operate within a
certain time frame, and unfortunately the Wolfson
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children to Israel is often MEel Wit tsssves——-
the way - military roadblocks between Gaza or the
West Bank and Israel or tough flight conditions, for
example.
