The SACH Children's Home   

  
Currently, Save a Child's Heart is saving the lives of 24 children. 
  

         
  
 Under our care, we have eight children from Iraq, two from Kenya, one 
from Uganda, one from Congo, eight from Zanzibar, one from Tanzania, 
two from the West Bank and one from Gaza. All the children are with 
their mothers or nurses. 
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215 children from 13 countries were treated and saved by SACH during 
2008.  
  

  
International Medical Practitioners at SACH    
  
Presently SACH has six medical practitioners training and working 
alongside SACH medical staff;  
  
From the Palestinian Authority we have Dr. Wafiq Othman and Dr. Akra 
Haitham, both training in anaesthesia. From Romania we have Dr. Alina 
Calugareanu, also training in anaesthesia. 
  
From China we have Dr. Wang Minghai, Cardiac Surgeon and Ms. Chen 
Juan, Intensive Care Nurse.  
  
Lastly, from Tanzania we have Dr. Godwin Dodfrey Sharaua who is 
working hand in hand with the SACH staff in all the departments.  
  

                  
  
  
  

  

SACH 8th Mission to China  
   
   
On Sunday November 16, 
2008 the SACH team, headed by 
Pediatric Cardiac Surgeon Dr. Lior 
Sasson and SACH Executive 
Director, Simon Fisher, arrived in 
China. Their mission- to help save 
the world one heart a time. 
  
  
SACH medical personnel together 
with our Chinese partners saved 
the lives of 8 Chinese children and have invited additional Chinese 
children for treatment in Israel in the coming weeks. 
  
 

  
 
 
As well as performing surgeries and teaching local medical personnel, the 
team, along with members of the Israeli Embassy and the China 
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Friendship Association with Foreigners, traveled to Shijiazhuang for the 
opening of the SACH Art to Heart Photography Exhibition. They were all 
warmly greeted by the Vice President of Hebei Provincial Government 
Sun Shi Bin, Director General of the Hebei Hospital Yang Xin Jian and our 
host Dr. Li Jiang, Director of Hebei Children's Hospital.    
  
   
On December 12, 2008, Israeli channel 10 showed during their Friday 
evening news program the story of the SACH medical team in China. 
 Cameraman Yoram Benita, who joined the SACH mission, documented 
the whole mission and followed the children, parents and doctors.

On November 10th, 2008th, Dr. Akiva Tamir, Cardiologist, and Tomer 
Darshan, Perfusionist, arrived in Amman, Jordan. They brought two 
portable echo machines with them. One of which was loaned by General 
Electric Israel and the other donated by a Dutch-Israeli businessman. Dr. 
Akiva Tamir and Tomer Darshan worked from 7am until 10pm screening a 
total of 29 children. The screenings took place at the Red Cresent 
Hospital and was coordinated by Shevet Achim. The children screened 
were of Iraqi descent. Ten of the 29 children were from Dahuk, a town in 
Iraq. These 10 children were very sick and only 2 of the 10 could be 
saved. "We had to tell parents that their children were doing to die. That 
was a very difficult day for everyone," said Dr. Akiva Tamir. Ten of the 29 
children were found to need surgery and Dr. Akiva Tamir comments that 
"we will be treating them in the upcoming months". Congratulations to Dr. 
Akiva Tamir and Tomer Darshan for yet another heroic, thorough mission. 
 
 
 

  
SACH Kenya Fundraiser 
   
On November 29, 2008, Save a 
Child's Heart Kenya, established 
through the efforts of Rinat 
Langliv, held an exciting Gala 
Event at the Holiday Inn Nairobi.    
All two hundred tickets to the event 
were sold.  
  
   
The SACH Art to Heart 
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Photography Exhibition was displayed thanks to the support of the Israeli 
embassy in Kenya and touched the hearts of all.  
  
   

Fifteen pieces of original art were auctioned 
and the auctioned paintings and ticket sales 
combined raised the very honorable sum of 
$30,000 to further the cooperation between 
Kenya and SACH in both training courses 
and bringing children to SACH Israel for life 
saving cardiac surgery. Following this event 
two boys from Kenya - twelve year old 
Samuel and three year old Junior - arrived 

on January 1st to Israel for treatment.
