Presidential visits, medical missions
and innovative fundraising campaigns have all kept the SACH offices busy and the SACH home full.

Here is a hint of what has been going on in SACH since the new year:

Our Valentine's day online campaign quickly spread internationally, raising an impressive sum. A
presidential visit marked the beginning of a new partnership with Panama. Find out how SACH
Canada raised an outstanding $75,000 in their annual bowling tournament! SACH US have been
partnering with eBay for the past year and raised over $50,000 to date! A clinical mission to Ethiopia
was extremely successful, highlighting more children who need to be helped by SACH. Finally,
Woodley from Haiti has returned back safely and healthily to his family.

We're pleased to be helping our first child from Burkina Faso, Abdoulaye Alabi Alusola, who arrived
to SACH just this week. He is joined by our other children who have arrived from China, Ghana,
Iraq, The Palestinian Authority, Romania, Zanzibar and Zimbabwe.

W treated 82 children from 13 countries

¥ screened 68 children in our weekly clinics in Israel and over 50 children in our clinics abroad
¥ hosted more than 1,500 students and young professionals in the SACH home

4 enjoyed 100 volunteers helping out at the SACH home and in the Wolfson Medical Center

We are currently training a doctor from Tanzania in cardiac surgery, an Ethiopian doctor and a
Palestinian doctor in cardiology and 5 doctors from the Palestinian Authority and Nigeria in
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anaesthesiology.
