As the summer begins so the number of activities and visitors to Save a Child's Heart increases.
This June we enjoyed a host of interesting and memorable events.

We were delighted to formally launch 2 new and exciting projects that have begun in 2010.
Ambassadors mixed with donors, hospital staff and children in an uplifting event in the Wolfson
Medical Center.

Save a Child's Heart is now eligible for a $250,000 prize with Chase Community Giving. That would
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fund the life-saving surgery of 25 children - an astonishing number! See below for details on how
your 25 seconds help can make a huge difference.

Read how we reached a milestone when we brought over a child from our 40th country - El
Salvador.

With so much going on, we were happy to also welcome a group of 4 Tanzanian children this month
as well as a boy from Romania. They are joined by other children that we are treating from Angola,
Ethiopia, Iraq and The Palestinian Authority, as well our first child from El Salvador of course.

We are currently training:

¥ a doctor from Tanzania in cardiac surgery

¥ an Ethiopian doctor and a Palestinian doctor in cardiology

¥ 5 doctors from the Palestinian Authority and Nigeria in anesthesiology
¥ one doctor and a nurse from China in pediatric intensive care

Since the beginning of 2010 we have:

¥ saved the lives of 130 children from 18 countries

¥ screened almost 400 children (of which 90 children were from our clinics abroad)

¥ hosted more than 2,100 students and young professionals in the SACH home

'enjoyed 122 volunteers helping out at the SACH home and in the Wolfson Medical Center,
coming from lIsrael, the Palestinian Authority, Canada, America, Brazil and England and including
our first volunteer from Venice, Italy

We also welcome 7 new medical interns who have joined us this summer at the Wolfson Medical
Center in Holon.
